We have seen an awesome display of our church at work during the last four weeks. Mission 
Sunday was Sept 27

th
 when many different projects were completed. Over 60 yards of fleece 

were cut and tied into baby blankets and delivered to Salvation Army. Two-hundred and 
eighteen hygiene kits were delivered to Midwest Mission in Springfield, IL and 54 meals were 
served at the Lafayette Urban Ministry.  
 
Our nursery kids gathered pine cones and acorns for future KNOW projects and made cards 
for Veterans. Some volunteers did outside clean-up at Cary Home ï while others re-stained 
the stage and picnic tables at Noah's Place. Supplies were collected and delivered to resi-
dents of the Lafayette Woman's Shelter. What a wonderful day of missions for Stidham UMC! 
 
On October 17

th
 Stidham volunteers served approximately 505 meals during our annual 

Baked Steak Dinner. Many hours of work went into the preparation of this meal including food 
that was donated, several hundred pounds of potatoes that were peeled and mashed, salads 
and desserts that were prepared, 525 steaks that were browned and cooked, as well as prep-
ping gravy and green beans.  
 
However, the major accomplishment of our baked steak dinner, year after year, is the number 
of our church congregation who give their time to make this a success! I believe that number 
of volunteers was in the neighborhood of 90 this year and that was fantastic. Purdue students 
from Wesley Foundation added to that number, which really helps us accomplish this fete.
